Rally Writers to Collect, Share, and Compile Resources, Including Videotapes

Writers, tomorrow when you get to school, you will need to be ready to begin making a basket of resources on your topic—and the point will be that this is a place for your research partnership to combine resources. There are often two partnerships on a topic, so you’ll combine efforts with that other partnership, in those instances. If you find any good resources at home, please bring them in. If you’ve read any books that seem helpful, please Post-it the good parts and put them in your basket (unless they are general resources that lots of groups will need, in which case we need to keep them in a shared place). I especially encourage you to search for videos you can watch at home on your topic—because it really helps a writer to have images to draw upon. Researching your topic will be a lot easier if you help each other find great information. As you do this, remember that writers are like magnets, looking for the specific stories, the intriguing details, the anecdotes that make a topic come to life. Be ready to share those with each other.
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
