Grand Conversations on the Page

Writers, tonight you’ll write a different sort of chapter. You’ll be writing about an idea you have, or several related ideas. This isn’t an easy kind of writing, so I’m going to give you a few final suggestions—and these may or may not work for you.

It might help to make your writing feel like a conversation. You might even put the name of the person you are “talking to” on the top of your page. Fill your mind with that person. Think, as you start, that your goal is to bring that person in on your thoughts. So start by explaining what you have been thinking.

But then—your person is bound to get a little confused. Imagine that your person asks something—what will his or her question be? Clarify your thoughts for your person. For example: “I imagine you might be confused, You might be asking. . . . Those are important questions. The way I think about it is . . .”
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
