Opening up Possibilities

For homework tonight you’ll want to continue thinking, “What are my texts really about?” If you started to write about one theme, you will probably not want to zero in on this one theme, but you’ll want to come up with different possibilities. You can do this by rereading your texts and thinking about other themes you can uncover. If you are struggling to come up with different themes, you may want to think about your characters and their traits, motivations, struggles, changes, and relationships. All of these will lead you to compare your stories in deep ways. Try to get a lot of writing down tonight, not only by exploring different ideas, but also by exploring different templates. Remember, you can try things out not just once, not just twice, but three or four times to help you get the most powerful ideas for your essay.
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
